The money is intended to be a match to a
contribution from another descendant of Henry Weld Fuller
and a longtime supporter of the Society.

MaineGeneral Medical Center’s Edmund N. Ervin
Pediatric Center (EEPC) has been awarded a one-year,
$130,000 grant from the John T. Gorman Foundation to
provide home-based parent coaching services for at-risk
mothers in the Kennebec Valley.
